Poznań, announces that submission of works for Poznań 2009 16th International Sculpture Triennial 
exhibition, which shall be held in “Zamek” Culture Centre in Poznań from October 3 – November 15, 
2009, is now open.

PARTICIPATION CONDITIONS:

1. Both Polish and international sculptors may take part in the Triennial (no age limit). 
2. No more than 3 sculptures may be sent in or alternatively 1 sculpture work consisting of more than 

one element, 1 installation, 1 spatial & media event.
3. Works to be exposed during the exhibition shall  be chosen by the Art Committee of the selection 

exhibition. 
4. The works shall be chosen based on the documentation (photographs and projects) sent in by the 

authors. 
5. The Triennial Jury will evaluate works which have been selected to take part in the event, award the 

Triennial medal and honourable mentions [including a Young Artist’s Individual Exhibition (up to 35 
years old) individual show in Culture Centre “Zamek”– the date agreed upon by the artist and the 
Organizer].

(An alternative storage media must be previously accepted by 
the Organizer)

till May 30, 2009  the seating of the Art Committee of the selection exhibition 

ca June 10, 2009     each artist shall be duly informed in writing about the Art Committee of the 
selection exhibition

after September 1, 2009 transportation of the works – exact dates shall be consulted with the 
authors; the works to be transported should be properly and securely packed 

October 3, 2009 official opening of the Triennial  in Centrum Kultury “Zamek”
announcing prizewinners 

November 15, 2009 Triennial closes 

after  November 16 transportation of the works back to the artists – to be consulted with the artists

 For the publicity purposes the organizers reserve the right to publish or present the photos or 
descriptions of the works in media without payment of royalties 

 The exhibitions shall take place in secured and safeguarded facilities
 The works shall not be insured by the organizers
